Eligibility is based on a family’s size, 
including children and parents, and monthly income. 
Assets are not considered. Parents/guardians 
making less than the amount indicated may not be 
eligible because income such as unemployment, 
child support and government benefits is counted 
differently for parents/guardians. (See the chart at right.)

NJ FamilyCare provides quality free or low-cost health coverage for uninsured children 18 and younger 
and low-income parents. This program already covers more than a half million New Jersey children.
